BRISTOL COUNTY STADIUM V BOARD OF HEALTH 


Discussion of litigation.

Attorney John Goldrosen of Kopelman & Paige, Attorney Shephard Johnson of Shephard S. Johnson JR & Associates PC and Mr. Bill Madden of GAF Associates were present for this discussion. 

Attorney Goldrosen stated this item can be discussed in open session.  Bristol County Stadium has filed a lawsuit against the Board of Health regarding the Title 5 inspections of the septic systems at 1782 Fall River Avenue.  The Seekonk Board of Health had also filed a counterclaim against Bristol County Stadium.  In February 2010 Bristol County Stadium had Title 5 inspections on the three systems, one system was a failure (concession area at main gate), the second one was a conditional pass (rear concession stand turn 3) and the third system passed (main gate restrooms).  When the calculations are complete the Board of Health will need to discuss this system with the Department of Environmental Protection. 

Attorney Goldrosen asked the Board if they wished to continue the countersuit.  

Dr. Brown made the motion to allow Attorney Goldrosen to withdraw the counterclaim, seconded by Ms. Kinniburgh and so voted unanimously. 

REVIEW OF THE DEFINITIVE PLAN OF SUBDIVISION FOR MADISON ESTATES – COSTA DEVELOPMENT LLC. 


Due to the Planning Board Office by August 3rd
The Board has noticed on the plan that the foot print of the houses covers the test pits.  The.  They have asked Ms. Hallal to send a memo to the Planning Board regarding the test pits and sidewalks in the subdivision . 

INTERVIEWS TOWN NURSE POSITION
The Board has interviewed Ms. Heidi Caron-Guay and Ms. Tammy Goudreau for the Town Nurses position, the third candidate Ms. Ellen Grace Silva did not show up for the interview.  The Board requests the Health Agent to find out why Ms. Silva did not attend the interview.  And then will decide on what person they should hire. 

ASSISTANT HEALTH AGENT’S REPORT 

The Board of Health received several complaints.  The air conditioning in one was not working properly, this complaint is out of our jurisdiction.  Another complaint is regarding meat that was spoiled.  Upon inspection there were a few packages that were spoiled.  The temperatures were not taken when they received the order from their main warehouse.  We also received a complaint regarding the sewage in one of the establishments.  They had a back up and a company came in to correct the problem.  They did a good job in sanitizing the establishment after. 
HEALTH AGENT’S REPORT
Ms Hallal informed the Board of a positive tuberculosis case in Seekonk and the Department of Public Health is helping us with the investigation. 

On Tuesday the 27th of July there was a conference call with the Department of Public Health regarding mosquitoes.  Seekonk is considered low risk at this time, the Middleboro area is high risk.  They will have a follow-up conference call on Friday.
