MS. MARILYN EDGE OF SOUTHCOAST TOBACCO CESSATION & PREVENTION 


Ms Edge to speak to the Board regarding her program. 

Ms. Marilyn Edge of the Southcoast Tobacco Cessation & Prevention spoke to the Board regarding the Sale of Tobacco products in Seekonk.  This program is funded by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts and Seekonk is currently an unfunded Town in Tobacco Cessation.

MARY MANCINI OF CDM – REGARDING THE SLUDGE LANDFILL ON POND ST, MAP 32 LOT 2 

Ms. Mancini of CDM spoke to the Board regarding the Attleboro Sewerage Treatment Plant on Pond St.  A portion of the plant is in Seekonk and they are looking for an additional site for the sludge and at the current time they are looking for that cell to be in Seekonk.  Ms. Mancini will be speaking to all departments in the Town.

1135 TAUNTON AVE, ANNUAL DISPOSAL FEE 

Exemption for the annual disposal fee – dumpster application received on October 5, 2010.

Ms. Baasch’s house is in Seekonk; however the driveway is in Rehoboth and she can not put the trash out safely.  Ms. Baasch is confused with the process of this system.  She has applied for the dumpster permit in October. 
Ms. Kinniburgh made the motion to approve the alternate vendor exemption of $150.93 for 1135 Taunton Ave and Ms. Baasch will be responsible for $34.07 for the capping of the Newman Ave landfill, seconded by Mr. Smith and so voted unanimously.
