MR. RONALD ROBSON – 388 BROWN AVE – ANNUAL DISPOSAL BILL

Mr. Robson doesn’t live in Seekonk for most of the year and when his current trash hauler went up in price, Mr. Robson shopped around for another hauler, he has never used the Town’s rubbish service.  Mr. Robson submitted his application for his dumpster in September.  

Dr. Brown made the motion to exempt Mr. Robson of 388 Brown Ave, for ¾ of the assessment.  Mr. Robson will be responsible for the ¼ of the bill and will have to pay the capping of the landfill fee, seconded by Ms. Kinniburgh RN and so voted 3 yea with one abstained.

MR. MARK CHANDLEY - 469 TAUNTON AVE – ANNUAL DISPOSAL BILL
