HEALTH AGENT’S REPORT

On January 25, 2011 a Flu Clinic was held at Town Hall.  We gave 11 vaccines and all residents were very appreciative.

We will soon be on the Maven with the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  Maven is the Massachusetts Virtual Epidemiologic Network, which is the surveillance system for infectious disease. 

The plans for the proposed COA Center indicates the Town Nurse will be located in their building.  The Board does not have a problem with a room for the nurse when she goes there to vaccinate the residents.

Tobacco Regulations – Collaborative
The current tobacco regulations are acceptable with the State and we will need to do a few modifications regarding the fee for the permit. 
BLUEWATER HOLDING CORP. – NEEDHAM, MA 

Bluewater Holding Corp. has been doing business in the Town of Seekonk without obtaining a Septage Haulers Permit.  Bluewater wishes to have a permit for 2011.
