REORGANIZATION OF THE BOARD OF HEALTH

The Home Rule Charter states a chairman, vice chairman a clerk and other necessary officers annually.

Dr. Brown made the motion to temporarily elect  Ms. Victoria Kinniburgh, RN as the temporary Chairperson for the Board of Health until a 5 member board, seconded by Ms. Nunes, RN and so voted unanimously.  

Ms. Kinniburgh made the motion to temporarily elect Dr. William Brown as the Vice Chairperson and Ms. Nunes as the Clerk until a 5 member board, seconded by Dr. Brown and so voted unanimously. 

At this time the Ms. Pamela Nolan the Town Administrator was introduced to the Board.  Ms. Nolan is looking forward to working with the Board of Health and is hoping to have a better relationship between the Board of Selectmen and Board of Health.

Annual Disposal Fee Exemption - Mr. Scott Allen, 400 Warren Ave, Seekonk MA

Ms. Abatecola is requesting an exemption of the Annual Disposal fee for 258 Pine St, Seekonk, MA.  Ms. Abatecola stated there were medical issues last fall and does not remember receiving the bill. 
Dr. Brown made the motion to grant the exemption for the annual disposal fee except the capping of the Newman Ave landfill for 258 Pine Street, Seekonk, MA, seconded by Ms. Nunes, RN, and so voted unanimously.
